1. Chairman’s Opening Report
· Call to order and welcome members – Chair Rick West
· Introduction – Everyone introduced themselves
· Awards and Acknowledgments – Will be completed before lunch 
· Agenda Review – Day 2 lunch moved to 11:00 AM 
· Agenda Approved – MOTION by Deb Bloom, Seconded by Rick West
· Approval of March Meeting Minutes – MOTION by Bruce Hasbargen, Seconded by Deb Bloom
· LRRB and RIC Rosters – Jim Grothaus asked what title the supporting RIC staff will be addressed in the updated version of the orientation and operating manual.  Steve Koehler suggested that a length of term column be included on the LRRB roster as it is on the RIC roster.  
ACTION ITEM #1: Julie Skallman and Rick West will discuss member replacement on both LRRB (Sue Miller, Deb Bloom, and Mitch Anderson) and RIC (Sue Miller).

· 2011 LRRB and RIC Meeting Dates – The next LRRB meeting will be September 22, 2011 at Roseville City Hall from 9:00 AM to 4:30 PM.  A tour of the St. Anthony Falls Lab is scheduled for the September meeting.  Linda Preisen will coordinate the logistics with the St. Anthony Falls Lab staff.   Rick thanked Mitch Anderson for hosting the March Meeting and Deb for the September meeting. Next year’s summer meeting will be hosted by Steve in the City of New Ulm. Steve to work with Ann. 

2. Budget Report
· Conference travel arrangements – The purchase order will be processed directly by MnDOT to Low Volume Roads Conference on July 24-27, 2011.  The conference will reimburse you for registration payment.  Keep your hotel reservation.  In the case of shutdown, you will receive an email from MnDOT to cancel your trip and hotel reservation on July 22nd.  Members asked for more time in the case of shutdown for canceling their trips.  MnDOT will notify members on July 21st.   Ann told members not to make any reservation or registration for National LTAP on August 1-4 or National Rural ITS on August 18-19. 
· Expense Reports – They need to be completed and signed by Julie by the end of the day two of this meeting.  MnDOT must have expense reports submitted by Friday, June 24th. 
· RIC Budget – Ann went over the 2009-2011 RIC budgets for both consultant and non-consultant projects and pointed out that two projects (BP for sign reduction and Pavement Design) are over budget.  RIC budget is over by $9,775.58. Ann suggested using the contingency account.  This account has $50,000.00.  MOTION: by Walter Leu, Seconded by Steve Koehler, approved to use contingency funds to cover the $9,775.58 over run. Motion approved.
· FY 11 LRRB Budget - Ann went over the budget spreadsheet:
·  Highlighted in yellow are new pending projects with divided funding between fiscal years
·  Highlighted in green are projects with completed contracts
·  INV 668, LTAP – Jim Grouthaus said there is error for FY12 for Transportation Studies Development.  The $55,000 should be $5,500.
· TERRA board FY 2012 and 2013 are added to the budget
· The Contingency balance is $50,000.00 minus the RIC adjustment of $9,775.48
· INV 909 complete street and 910 rip rap are pending contracts
· INV 903  sign reduction is a completed project
· INV 905 motor fuel was dropped 
· INV 915 State Aid Standards, 916 LRRB tech transfer, and 923 concrete pavement rehab are almost under contract
· INV 917 roundabout signing and striping is almost under contract and there is also a joint power agreement with City of Richfield
· Frost Video –working on partnership agreement with Alaska
· INV 922 is the RFP for System Preservation Guide submitted by Sue Miller.  Linda asked if LRRB wanted to earmark money for this project.  Ann mentioned that this RFP could be as big as one million dollars.  The board said they did not want to earmark money at a certain amount.  They want to see what amount it will come in.
· Budget balance is $2,397,685 that includes the rollover
· Fiscal Year 11 ends June 30, 2011 and FY12 starts July 1, 2011 and runs through June 30, 2012
· Rick mentioned that this is the best shape we have been in starting a new fiscal year
· INV 999 – She went over spreadsheet and the breakdown:
· $1,760 remaining 
· Printing came in higher, so there is a deficient of $24,424.00 on the supply line 
· PO Sawmill is $4,416 plus members business expenses readjust pending expenses to reflect these changes 
· Overall, about $3,000 to $4,000.00 deficit.  Ann suggested using contingency account.  MOTION:  by Deb Bloom, Seconded by Julie Skallman, approved up to $4,000 to use contingency funds to cover year end.  Motion approved.

3. Research Projects Update
· Ben went over the LRRB projects that don’t have a contract yet.  He asked members what direction/action committee wants to take on these projects.
· INV 905 measuring motor fuel– Cancel project and release and free up funds for this project.  MOTION: by Deb Bloom, Seconded by Linda Taylor, approved to release $50,000.00.  Motion approved.  Discussion:  The Governors’ office put this project on hold when DNR objected.  Julie advised it will be better to cancel than put it on hold any longer.
· RIC will discuss INV 920 Wide Based Single Tires project
· INV 921 Frost Video – Alaska partnership is under development; TAP: Rich Sanders, Ben Worel
· INV 924 Pothole Video - Deb Bloom was the champion.  The video was wanted for legislative session; Sue Miller wants to proceed with this tool support for moving this forward. Margaret Donahoe of the Transportation Alliance and the Forestry Service are also interested in putting together a video.  Video message should state that there is not enough funding for maintenance at adequate level to address pothole issue; TAP: Deb Bloom
ACTION ITEM #2:  Deb Bloom and Ben Worel will get back to the board at the Fall meeting on status of pothole video. 
· INV 922 System Preservation Guide – the RFP will be out soon
· ITS Institute Program – It is a federally funded program that fund projects in Fall.  FY 12 funded two projects: Flashing yellow arrow and Friction wheel. Rich Sanders and Deb Bloom both are on board. FY11 US DOT competitive process for future funds- needs to be a consortium looking to partner for collaboration and support

· Ben asked the committee how LRRB wants to prioritize
ACTION ITEM #3: Farideh will email the list of need statements to Rick West after July 20th for August 5th deadline of LRRB prioritization. Rick West will communicate and distribute the list to LRRB members.
ACTION ITEM #4: Sue Miller will get the word out to all city and county engineers and the process committee will look into prioritizing the need statements. She will bring the potential proposals to June meeting. 
· Ben went over the website screen from Idea scale which is a tool that RSS will use to solicit needs for fall funding until July 20th
· We will look into scheduling the summer meeting to match up with the project priority schedule next year.

Bituminous specification continuously changing- contractor didn’t read specifications. Has not done a chip seal due to problem with coating trucks has had Tom Woods out for assistance. 
· Tim Stahl – does chip seal and fog coat helps to eliminate wear on underbody blades. Maintenance supervisor get 2-3 years of stripping life.
