· INV 645: Will look at a potential annual increase for the future based on past expenditures during the June LRRB meeting. 
· INV 745: Rich Sanders will work with Sheila Hatchel to connect the link between the County Engineers web site and the Library web site.
· INV 668: FHWA funds will be available for FY 2012 program. 
· INV 998: Will disseminate/publish individual projects as they are completed in addition to including them in the annual OPERA report. 
· INV 675: Funding for research Services staff

Update on partially funded projects and TAP update
Ben Worel presented an update on recently approved LRRB and Mn/DOT projects. Resulting comments included:
· Add Local members to the TAP list for INV 914 “Using Waste Shingles for Shoulder Stabilization or, Gravel Road Dust Control”.
· Place INV 907 “Impacts of Waste Haulers” on the list.
· LRRB liked the updated format, status designation, and, recommended continually adding projects to the list that are funded during the fiscal year.

Mn/DOT Transportation Research and Implementation Group (TRIG) FY End Update
Ben Worel presented an update on the recently approved Mn/DOT TRIG year end projects, and, a list of projects to be heard by TRIG for funding consideration. Resulting comments included:
· Rick West expressed interest toward the project titled “Project Schedule Impacts Considering Climate”
· Rick West recommended that the Mn/DOT list in addition to the ITS Institute list be added to the June LRRB meeting agenda for new idea discussion.

ACTION ITEM 19: RSS to add the Mn/DOT list and ITS Institute list of projects to the June LRRB/RIC agenda to be considered for future funding.

Discussion of options
· LRRB Process committee is currently discussing 4 topic areas that could be used to feed the LRRB Strategic Plan and Operating Procedures update.

·  Portions of the document requiring continual updates might be best served via a web site.
·  Julie Skallman looking for 2-3 Local LRRB members to provide input into the update.
·  Existing process committee members volunteering their time toward the update included Rick West, Sue Miller, Deb Bloom, Laurie McGinnis, Ben Worel and Clark Moe.

ACTION ITEM 20: RSS to add the TRB nuggets to the June LRRB/RIC agenda to be considered for future funding.

ACTION ITEM 21: Ben Worel will schedule a 3-4 hr session with the appropriate persons to finalize the LRRB process committee goals and corresponding updates for inclusion into the LRRB Strategic Plan and Operating Procedures document.

9) LRRB Proposals
Effluent Limitation Guidelines for Highways
· Idea came through TERRA
· Will wait to see if this effort gets picked up by NCHRP, if not, could bring it back to the LRRB for consideration. Might have info by the June meeting.
· This proposal is different than the Mn/DOT funded field data collection effort.

ACTION ITEM 23: RSS to add Effluent Limitation Guidelines for Highways proposal to the June LRRB agenda if needed.

Roundabout Signing and Striping ($90,000)
· This proposal is different than the previous submittal in that it will be a field study as opposed to a laboratory study.
· Should compare/share results with a Wisconsin DOT/State Aid effort.
· Jim Grube and Wayne Sandberg commented (outside of meeting) that there is need for standardization.
· Project will produce 1 year and 2 year reports.

Motion to approve the proposal for “up to” $110,000 to allow for additional time to collect and analyze the data by Sue Miller, second by Deb Bloom, all in favor, Motion passed.

ACTION ITEM 24: Roundabout Signing and Striping Deb Bloom will follow up with Kristen Ascher. RSS to execute contract.
 
Dynamic Warning Signs for Rural Intersections. ($85,596)
· This effort would be a continuation of LRRB INV 877 “Advanced Dynamic LED Warning Signs for Rural Intersections Powered by Renewable Energy” in St Louis County.
· Mn/DOT is doing a Trunk Highway-to-Trunk Highway study with SEH.
· There are a scattering of Trunk Highway-to-Local Highway locations in District 4 that could be analyzed. 
· Rick West is not presenting this as the champion nor the expert.
· Questioned whether this was a “hot topic”, or, if the continuation could wait for the regular cycle.
· Process committee will discuss criteria for on/off cycle projects, the criteria will be considered for inclusion into the LRRB Strategic Plan and Operating Procedures document.

Motion to put this proposal on the June LRRB agenda and ask that Victor Lund present the proposal by Linda Taylor, second by Deb Bloom, all in favor, Motion Passed.

ACTION ITEM 25: Dynamic Warning Signs for Rural Intersections RSS to follow up with Victor Lund and the PI, and, put on the June LRRB agenda for discussion.

Use of Street Pave for the Design of Concrete Streets. ($18,000)
· Julie Skallman is the champion, John Brunkhorst, Mike Sheehan and Mark Maloney on the TAP.
· Will include a look at surrounding states practices realizing differing assumptions.
· Intentions are to produce results to be used for next year’s designs.
· Comment made to “hang onto” the pavement design charts.
· Jerry Geib on the TAP.

Motion to fund this American Engineering Testing needs statement for $18,000 by Deb Bloom, second by Laurie McGinnis, 9 yeas, 1 nay, Motion Passed.

ACTION ITEM 26: Use of Street Pave for the Design of Concrete Streets RSS to execute contract.

Wide Based Single Tires (rescope $23,000)
· Kelly Bengston recommended that this synthesis route be followed in lieu of the proposal/approach heard at the December 8/9, 2010 LRRB meeting.
· The synthesis can determine if further research is necessary and/or feed the Illinois study.
· Maureen Jensen is “encouraging” the FHWA to move forward with the Illinois Study where Mn/DOT is a partner.
· Agriculture Industry is moving away from grain cart type of hauling.
· Many contributing variables associated with Super Singles such as which generation, air pressure.
· An element (granular samples) of the U of M Professor Labuz proposal is underway.

Motion to fund this proposal by Deb Bloom, second by Bruce Hasbargen, all in favor, Motion Passed.

ACTION ITEM 27: Wide Based Single Tires RSS to execute contract.

Pillar Obstruction as a Factor Contributing to Intersection Crash Rates ($141,000)
· Air bags may contribute to blind spots.
· Degree of intersection skew is a critical element.
· 2002 U of M study resulted in driver education training.
· Idea was generated out of District 2 with Lou Tasa involvement.
· Questioned whether this is a “hot topic” or not. 
· 
Motion “not” to fund this proposal at this time or futuristically by Julie Skallman, second by Sue Miller, 9 yeas, 1 nay, Motion Passed.

ACTION ITEM 28: RSS to send these meeting minutes to Lou Tasa to update him on the outcome for Pillar Obstruction as a Factor Contributing to Intersection Crash Rates.

Frost Video ($30,000)
· Development of the video is timely, a 4 minute summary and a 12 minute full length version.
· Merge $30,000 with Alaska’s monies and seek partnership with ASCE.
· Bring the effort to the RIC for management.
· Desirable to also have an updated pothole repair video.

Motion to fund $30,000 as a match to Alaska toward the frost heave and $50,000 toward potholes, and, bring the project to the RIC for management by Julie Skallman, second by Deb Bloom, all in favor, Motion Passed.

ACTION ITEM 29: Ben Worel to coordinate development of the frost video and the partnerships needed.

ACTION ITEM 30: RSS to coordinate development of the pothole video.

ACTION ITEM 31: The LRRB process committee will develop criteria for considering projects for funding that arrive off cycle from the historical December funding cycle.

10) Systems Planning for Local Roads
Workshop Update
· Linda Preisen presented the background including the results of the workshop and prioritization efforts.  
· Broken into 5 categories including existing research, engineering factors, policy and communications, costs and decision making framework.
· All LRRB members who participated in the workshop agreed that the format used to bring together a variety of practitioners and a host of experts worked well to flush out ideas/frame research resulting in a much broader initiative than originally intended.
· LRRB members agreed that this is a “hot topic”, and, expressed their concern regarding public opinion.
· Expressed the need to keep separate elements of the initiative under 1 umbrella.
· Workshop utilized approximately $12,500 of the approved $25,000. Remaining $12,500 to be dedicated toward future scoping of the pieces under the umbrella.

Questionnaire Summary
· Education, communication, and collaboration are key themes with a high priority.
· Jerry Zhoa is doing a case study in Michigan.
· Consider utilizing the remaining $12,500 for the Humphrey Institute at the U of M to scope the high priority questions. 
· Could put this list of research questions in the “hopper” for June 22/23 LRRB funding consideration.
· Linda Taylor commented that this is a big issue that the Missouri and Utah are currently dealing with and there would be some valuable information from them. RSS could develop a “state of the practice” in addition to a synthesis report.
· Missouri currently has a video addressing the subject.
· Maureen Jensen commented that it will be important to look at what other states have done from an engineering perspective.

Motion to expend the remaining $12,500 toward another workshop to be conducted by CTS with input from the U of M’s Humphrey Institute to develop a work plan(s) resulting from the highest priority questions by Sue Miller, second by Deb Bloom, all in favor, Motion Passed.

Motion to authorize Maureen Jensen to pull together available information to submit to Research Services to determine if a “state of the practice and/or a synthesis is necessary by Sue Miller, second by Mitch Anderson, all in favor, Motion Passed. The synthesis (light surface, asphalt surface, deep strength) development determination to be made by Research Services prior to the June LRRB meeting. 

Next Steps
Sue Miller presented an estimated $248,000 work plan that she developed taking into consideration the workshop results and discussions that she has had over time with practitioners. The focus of the effort would investigate transportation networks within 6 counties. Sue mentioned that the work plan is designed to produce intermittent deliverables/tools over a period of 3 years. Resulting comments included:

· The initial team could be expanded to include American Engineering and Testing and/or Braun Intertec. The team can grow along the way.
· A cross section of 6 counties including rural vs. urban counties has been targeted.
· Would like to see a county with a larger city be included in the study. Place a city representative on the TAP.
· LRRB members to submit comments for the work plan to Sue Miller and Ann McLellan within 7 days. Ann McLellan will then post the work plan as the RFP.
· RFP to be posted with no dollar limit.
· Julie Skallman, Sue Miller and Rick West to be the team to select the contractor. They will report back to the LRRB during the June meeting in Grand Rapids.

Motion to post the revised work plan with no dollar limit as the RFP for a cost plus contract by Deb Bloom, second by Julie Skallman, all in favor, Motion Passed.

ACTION ITEM 32: LRRB members to provide Ann McLellan and Sue Miller with comments on the work plan related to systems planning for local networks.

ACTION ITEM 33: Ann Mclellan to prepare and post RFP for the systems planning for local networks.

ACTION ITEM 34: U of M CTS to coordinate a “second” workshop on a topic LRRB selects as the next important local initiative.

11) Contracting Rules and Procedures
Topic put on hold until the June 23/23 LRRB/RIC meeting.  

12) Process Committee Update
